
Backyard Tweets from Outdoor Bird Co…….. 
 

Wintertime bird feeding basics:  Winter chills, mixed in with spring-like respites this an 

interesting time of the year for backyard bird watchers.  With the leaves off many of the 

trees, it is much easier to spot those bright red male cardinals in our yards, as well as many 

other interesting bird species. Keep your feeders clean and full of high fat, protein-rich bird 

seed such as our black oil sunflower, Nutra-Saff seed, nuts or one of our wonderful bird 

seed mixes.  As berries and other sources of a bird’s natural diet grow scarce, well-stocked 

feeders will attract many birds to your yard.  Birds need nutritious food to keep warm and 

to help them begin their mating rituals later in February.   Ask about our Frequent Feeder 

seed savings program.  

 Another important source of energy for many varieties of birds is suet.  We carry many 

flavors of suet cakes and suet plugs including squirrel-proof cakes.  Simply place the cakes 

in one of our suet cages and hang it from a deck or ground pole or from a tree branch.   

Lovers of suet include woodpeckers, chickadees, titmice, nuthatches and warblers.

Nest boxes:  Cavity nesting birds often seek shelter in available bird houses.  You may even 

witness different species of birds hovering together inside a house to combine their body 

heat to stay warm.   The welcome mat will disappear as mating season nears and birds 

begin to pair up.   A nesting pair will claim a nest box as their own and work hard to protect 

the territory around as they work to protect their nest and young.  If you haven’t done so 

already, put up a bluebird house or two in your yard.  Not only might you attract a beloved 

bluebird pair, but other species such as chickadees, nuthatches, titmice and Carolina wrens 

may take up temporary residence to make their nest.  Outdoor Bird Co. carries a large 

selection of bluebird houses and will offer helpful advice for finding the best spot in your 

yard to place the house. 

Thirsty birds:  All birds need a reliable source of water for both drinking and bathing at all 
times of the year.  The birds will certainly appreciate the addition of one of our birdbath 
heaters in your bird bath to prevent the water from freezing.  The heaters are 
thermostatically controlled and heat up only when the temperature dips below freezing.
